In his essay on tra veling, architect M ax Levy o f D allas inV1tes us to not 
on ly wai t and wat ch , bu t to walk the path s, in trus in stance o f Tho mas 
J effe rso n's Mont icello, and Frank Lloyd Wr ight's Fallin gwater. His recent 
pilgrim age ad dr esses the more VlSCeral aspects of these two places that re­
veal much tha t cannot be cap tur ed by photog raph s. Hi s observati ons and 
insights ren der much about how we might expe-
rience architect ure, and may suggest th e Achilles 
hee l o f th e virt ual wor ld.

A Successful Intern 
As AN ARCHITE c r , AND AS one of the partners 
who meets architectural graduates interview­
ing for o positiun with our firm, I am concinu­
:1lly reviewing the skills and <1unlities necessary 
for :l young practitioner to be successful. 

Much like searching for the id(.~I spouse, per­
sonal qualities far outr:1nk other l'Onsiderations in 
imporomce, since they rdk-ct the essential charac­
ter of tht: person. These skills :mll qu:1lit:ics are 
difficult, if not impossible to teach. The most im­
portant skill that I look fur is whether hi! or she is 
a !,rood thinker. Ha young architect is smort, quick, 
a wore of a bro:id range of issues, and imerescing, 
then he will be interesting co us. We rely cm our 
smff ro be responsible and to solve all sorts or 
problems, so everyone must know how to ap­
proach clients, contn1ctors, dcsit,rn, construction 

documcnrs, and each other in an elT1.'t.1:ive :1ml cre­
ative manner. They must be :ihle to express ideas 
clearly, to listen, and to respond productively. 

A well-rounded technical knowledge is im­
portant. Our most successful intents know 
something of almost every aspect of architec­
ture. They understand cl,e basics or structures, 
how loads are transmitted, nnd h<>w frnming is 

done. On the other hand, they ccn:1inl>· do not 
size bolts to resist a specific ~hear lo:id. Whi le 
they must understand the componenrs of me­
chanical systems. they do not size air h:rndlcrs. 
Most irnportnntly, they musr he uble to under­
st::tnd broadly h0\1 built.lings go rogethcr, how 
they get built. M:my have spcci:il skills and in­
terests that make them bcucr :1rchiteccs, such as 
landscaping and carpentry. Not all of our in­
terns have CAD cvpcricnce, hut rhti)' must 
know how t!l dr:iw well. \Ve srill dr:iw many of 
our deo1ib by hand. It is always helpful to have 
a business sense, and to understa nd th:n time is 
money, and that schedules and deadlines are of 
principal impormnce to our clients. But this is 
lcnmt!d well only with ~i>erience, and is part of 
the problem-solving proce .ss. 

Finally, we consider ourselves a design firm, 
so Jesign is cemrnl to our thinking, and to the 
quality of our buildings in planning and detail. 
It is integrated into the service we provide our 
clients, :ind is part of our attitude coward suc­
cess. We look for interns who share our rigor­
ous design awareness, and who will grow.

Lase r Tech is a youn~ , fast-growing compan y, producing color separations 
for clients in publh,hin g and advertising. Most of its c:1pirnl is tied up in equ ip­
ment . So when L~1scr Tech moved int o an A-sh:iped wan:housc space (actuall} 
corn er spa ces in two adja cent but un linked bui lding s). the architects were 
cha rged with creating an environment Lh:1L wou ld please Lnse r Tec h's visua lly 
discerning customers, and do ic wichin a budget of SL 5 per square foot.

Tn E RESTO RAT ION AND EXPANSION of the 100-yea r-o ld Texas Seate Capitol 
was the winner or a 1995 TSA De s ign Award. The project, undertaken by a 
joint venture of 30/Int crn:uional , Inc ., o f Hou s ton , and Fonl, Powell & 
Ca rso n , Tnc., o f San Ant onio, invo lved both the $84-million int erior :rnd 
exte ri o r pr cscrv~1t io n of the hi stori c 360,0 00-s quar c-fotH Stare Capitol 
buildin g (see Tr1, Sept/Oct 1995) and the $69- milli o n const ru ctio n o r a 
661 ,coo-s qu are-foot und erg rou nd extensio n (see TA, March/ pril 1993). 

Th e Capitol's exte rior was exte nsively repaired and resco recl, whil e int e­
rior spa ces were re turn ed to their o ri gi nal co nfigurati o ns by remov in g 
.infilling :rnd mez za nine s, and hy int egra ting mechanical syste ms into Aoo rs, 
ceilings, and w:ills. To relieve overcrowding in th e hi sto ric buildjn g, new leg­
is lative of fices, and meeti ng and hearin g roo ms, as we ll as supporc facili ties 
and parldng , were create d in an underground exte nsion on the no rth side of 
che Capitol. The exte nsio n, o rg:u1ized around a skylight cd centra l ga llery, is 
con nec ted co the Ca pitol hy an und ergro und tunn el.

Th e 54,000-squa re- foot com­
plex, designed by Overland Partn ers of San Antonio, includ es researc h and 
educat ion l:1boraro ri cs, a variety o f gar de ns, .1 bota ni ca l libr ary, exhibit 
space includin g an audit o rium , and a gift shop. vVhile the visito r 's comp lex 
opened o nl y last Ap ril , the s it e w.1s pur cha se d in 1982 by th e Center's 
founder, Lady Bird J ohn son. 

Tht:: bui ldings are o rga nized arnu n<l a cen trnl co urt yard and an observa­
tion wwer Lh.1t also serves ns a lar ge ciste rn . Se mi -for mal beds of native 
plant s surround the buildin g!>, whil e a nature Lrail leads visito rs int o the un­
disrnrbed land scape around the main com plex. 

Dcmonstracing an eculogic:illy sensitive :ippr oac h to the site, which sits 
wit h in the rcstricLed development confines of th e Ed war ds Aquifer, the 
cent er operates an exte nsive syste m of rainwat er-ga therin g devices, which 
co llec L appr oximatcl}' 4 50,000 gallons annuall y; this water is use<l for on-sire 
irrigat ion. In addition, the buildings were positio ned to minimize their impact 
on th e existi ng land scape; only o ne tree was los t during co nstr uctio n. 

Both the gard ens :ind tht buildings were designcJ to blend in with th e 
surroum ling environment. Nat ive plants th at dominate th e Cente r's l:rnd ­
scap ing and th e indi ge nou s scone, woo d, :ind ga lvan ized metal of the build ­
ings renect the Hill Co untr y land sca pe.

TRAVEL When I was u1 the fifth grade T looked 
up the rerm "modem architecture" in the en­
cyclopedia. The definition was accompanied 
by just rwo photographs , both cl:issic views of 
Fallingw:irer. The definition I did not under­
stand, bur cl1e astonishing images I have never 
forgotten. My awareness of Monticello, on the 
other hand, did not begin with the same spon­
taneous combustion. More like an acquired 
caste, it has fermented slowly from about col­
lege on. Both buildjngs are houses, withdr:iwn 
far into the countryside co establish their rar­
efied :itmosphere. Falling-water, in Bear Run, 
Penn. , was designed in 1935 by Frank Lloyd 
Wright for Edgar Kaufm:111. Monticello, ne:1r 
Charlottesville, Va., was designed and built 
from r769 to 1823 by Thomas Jefferson for his 
own use. Havu1g carried on long-discance rela­
tionsh ips with these two mythjc bwlclings for 
years, 1 resolved last fall to make them the sole 
destinations of a trip taken alone . 

I was soon reminded that the pleasure of 
firsthand architectural encounters lies not in 
confirming the familiar images and facts ab­
sorbed over the years from books, but in the 
unexpected derails and nuances, the warm 
pulse of rc:iliry that ev:ides capture by a thou­
sand cameras. \iVhat I sought on chis trip was 
not the view of the wind ow, but finally, the 
view from the window. 

Early on a beautiful , douJless morning 1 
arrived at the foot of Jefferson 's beloved 
mountain, and boarded one of che buses that 
shuttles visitors up to the house at the cop. As 
the bus spiraled upwards through the prime­
val wood s, 1 thought about the wilderness in 
which chis sophisticated outpost was created. 
1n Jefferson's time the 130-mile trip from 
Washington, D.C. , to Monticello rook at 
least four days and required the fording of 
sevenil rivers. Suddenly, swinging around the 
last incline to the mountaintop , I caught a 
fleeting gl im pse of the rop half of 
Monticello's dome above che treetops. In the 
autumn sunlight the dome was the color of 
bone , suggesting a vast cranium. 

The bus left me ar the garden gate chat 
stands on axis with Monticello's fronr door. 
Surprisingly, one is not greeted by the famil­
iar domed west elevation that we all know 
from tl1e tail side of a nickel. Here instead is 
a simp ler east facade, a symmetrical arc hitec­
tural remembrance of a golden classical past. 
Attracting attention atop the ridge of che en-

try portico is :1 unique tin wind vane that piv­
ots on a cross-braced wooden frame painted 
white. The rod of the vane extends down 
through the roof co a diaJ on the cei ling so 
the wind direction can be read from the 
portico's shelter. It is quite revealing of the 
American character that this relatively small 
utilitarian device is of equa l power in ou r 
mind's eye co the entire formal facade of the 
building - pediments, columns, bricks, and 
all. From the garden gate one can see a dual 
theme that is to be repeated everywhere, out­
side the house and in: a lofty idea lism of pure 
form and calculated proportion , brought 
down co earth through intimate, inventive 
human details. Not a bad architectural for­
mula , even for us today. 

Touring dlrough the house, one sees at ev­
ery t11rn the evidence of a probi11g archicec-

Before this trip I had always 
regarded American colonial 
architecture as a rather dry style, 
withdrawn from nature by a 
preoccupation with its own rigid 

rules. This prejudice left me 
unprepared for Monticello's 
pervasive earthiness. 

rural intellect. Each room is an experiment in 
cl:issical form and ornamencation, and Yankee 
improvisation. Alth ough Monticello's classi­
cism does convey a timelessness , it is 
Jefferson 's boyish tinkering that gives this 
amique bwlcling its ete rnal youth : the double 
French doors cl1at open in u1uson when one is 
pushed; the rotating dinin g room door wicl1 
serving she lves mounted on one side; the lad­
der that conve rt s co an unobtrusive pole by 
folding one sit.le into the other - die domestic 
contrivances are numerous and well known. 

Less well known is the face that all of the 
bedrooms in che house are unobstructed by 
beck Jefferson tucked the beds into wall al­
coves, trundle-style, leaving the square, rect­
angular , or octagonal shape of each bedroom 
clear. The resulting sensation of geometry is 
int ens ified by the face that the bedrooms are 
sma ll, they are sparse ly furnished, and their 
dark oak floors pop out visually against plain 



light walls. ·ro the modern eye rhe ciisp effect 
is 111arvelo11s. 

Jefferson tinkered not on ly with domesti c 
gizmos and sp:1tial ,;tr:negies, but nlso with 
the ~cale o( l'nrious nrchitcccur:il d<!tails. I w:,~ 
amused, for examp le, by his treatme n t of 
molding s m.,de large and muntins 111:ide 
small. 1\1ost of the door casings and bnsc trim 
,lrt: dramatically oversea led for the doors and 
rooms they frame. The result is :i playful ex­
pressiveness, implying th:it each door is a cer­
emoninl passagew:iy, and tha t each room is of 
a stature for beyond its ncrunl size. Clrnrles 
Moore and Robert Venturi come to mind. By 
contrast, rhc rails, sti les, and muntins of the

windows :ind <loors have been honed down to 

Thi s is ap­
parently the rci.uh of a mind foscinated by the 
tug-of-war between refineme nt :incl physicnl 
pcrformann :. \\/h en l compn re Jefferson 's 
very appealing minimalist muntins to the 
beefy dimensional imperari vcs C)( today's 
millwork ,;l11J1,s, and when I co11si<lcr th:11 
these muncins have hecn happily doing thcir 
joh for zoo >•e:irs, my skepticism :,11rrounding 
some aspects of "progress" movcs up a notch. 

Before this trip I had :ilways regarded 
American coloninl arc:hicccru re as o rather dry 
style, wichdr:nvn from nantre hy :1 prcoccup:1-
don with irs own ri&rid rules. This prejudice left 
me unprep:1recl for Monticello's pcn~1sive earth-

incss. First, d1ere :ire the building's reddish 
hricks rising from the mountain':. reddish soil. 
Alth ough brick mnde on-sire was once com­
monp l~1ce, the sight of such directness today 
has o penetrating effect upon the viewer. 

Second ly. there arc the famous triple-hung 
windows. Present in every grou nd- floor 
roo m, their sills :in.! :ll Door level, and with 
their sashes slid up Ol'erhead, they tr:rnsform 
into doorway-size openings. In its day, with 
:ill its gridded panes retracted, the huilding 
must have resemb led nn enormous open-air 
g:irden p:ivilion, an occ:ision: il hird flying 
de.1r throu gh. 

Thirdly , there is rhe w:iy the building is 
sited. It docs not 
merely sit on the 
!:ind, hut is i111beJ­
tled intn it in such :1 

w:1y as to suggest an­
other fomous l,uild ­
ing dear to mosr of us. 
When the Kimhcll A1t 

/\l useum was com­
pleted, 1 was amazed to 
disc.:O\'Cr th:11 Kahn had 
sculpted a sp lit- level 
situation out of a 
secm ing ly fl:it site.

But along the 
north and sout h sides of the house, J efferson 
finessed the grades to foll away wirh the hill­
side. open ing up a lo wer level to accommo­
dnce srnbles and numerou s other support 
function s. As at the Kimbell , the upper level 
is rcle.,sed m glory in a seemingly unentum ­
hcrcd existence. 

i-\ si1.:1hle portion of thii, g lory is posscsscd 
hy the huilding 's re111nrk:-tblc promenades, 
which roof two-thirds of d,e u1 ilir:1rinn spaces 
hdow, the re11wini11g rhird heing covered hy 
the house i,scll'. The~ , extend out from 
Jefferson' s s111dy on the so uth 11ml the dining 
room on the north like great spi nd ly L­
,;haped arm~. emh racing the mount:1intop 
with a passion. l noticed that the cour ists 
seemed lO linger on these promenades longer 

than anywhere else on the site. T h is tendency 
is no doubt invited by the focr tha t the prom­
enades' long, narro w proportions :ind wood 
decking have a carefree, nnutical c1u:1liry, and 
one i:-in·esistibly drawn to lean upon the rail­
ing and lose oneself in rhe rise and foll of the 
l:indscape to the horizon. ln cidenc:i lly, the 
wood deck ing rides :itop n unique "p leated" 
metal roof 1hn1 is entirely co ncen led fro m 
view. Rainwater trickles through rhc decking 
joints and is shed by tl1e 1nernl roof below. 

Crnwni ng rhe mountain is the building, 
anti crowning the building is the dome , :ind 
crown ing the dome is an oculus 1h:n is glned 
boldly by a single pane or glass. To determine 
the diameter of the ocu lus, Jefferson nppnrcntly 
worked back·ward from the l:irgest piece of glass 
11vailablc in his cl:1y. This wou ld have been a 
four-foot-di:imete r disk formed by spinnin g 
moltcn gl:iss on rl1e end of the glass blower's 
rube. ln cross seccion the disk was thickt!r in the 
middle :tnd thinner ar the edges, mak-ing it ideal 
for the shedding of rain water when installed 
Oat over the opening. This remark:1blc derail is 
the on!)' instance where Moncicello's dual themes 
of ideal form and human ingenuity mer ge 
seamlessly into a single compelling mnmenr. 

Beneath the oculus is wharJcfferson called 
his Sky Room, a faceted hemispheri cal v<>lume 
buoyant with light. Through the oculus a shaft 
of sunlight traces the sun's journey :,cross the 
noor, while :iround the e~'terior w:ill, enom1ous 
rom1d pivoting windows frame views of tree­
tops. It is d,c most pure nnd powerful and mys­
terious room of the house. lts function hos heen 
debated for years: billiard room, library, play­
room, guesr room, or pcrhnps even just the re­
sulcing interior space of an exter ior form 
needed to visu:ill) unify Lhe build ing. However, 
nfter Inuring :11! of Monticello, a 50-ye:ir built 
record of Jefferson's tireless intensity, 1 was not 
so mud, 1 roubled by the Sky Room's lost func­
tion :JS I w:is ~truck by irs transcendent sense of 
c.-;1lm. It is like the last 1xir:1grnph of a great :rn­
tobiogr:iphy. I low Gering that rhe room's prin­
cip:11 view is up. 

About six hours ' d rive northwest from 
Monticello is the rolling term in of western 
Pennsylvania. It reminded me of the toy-Jike 
countryside found in Grant \1\food's heartland 
paintings or the 1930s. Here are cornfie lds of 
corduroy perfection coursing over voluptuous 
hi.11s, bordered by vast dark woods thar heave 
up at dizzy angles , and there's even an occa-
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siona l little cnrpcntcr gothic church sitting 
like :J. game roken hy rhc roadside. Deep in 
Lhesc wnods, perched above a Slrenm known 
as Bear Run, i,; Fallint,•wnlcr.
