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AN OPEN LETTER TO ARCHITECTS 

SUBJECT: 3/16 INCH THICKNESS VS. 1/8 INCH THICKNESS ASPHALT 
TILE FLOORS 

.. Asphalt Tile was originally desi&ned for heavy traffic 
and for several years, was used almost exclusively in the thick­
ness of 3/ 16 inch on the floors of schools and other public 
buildings. With the development of light colors, the lfe inch 
thickness was introduced in order to hold down the cost per 
square foot, so as to compete with linoleum in light traffic areas. 
When the demand for asphalt tile outran the production capacity 
of the industry, shortly after the end of the last war, most of the 
manufacturers promoted the 1/a inch tile for all classes of floors 
so that they would be able to spread their production volume 
further. That brought about the use of 1/a inch tile on many 
floors where a thicker asphalt tile should have been used. 

The thickness of 3/ 16 inch asphalt tile is 50% &rester than 
1/a inch, and theoretically it should last at least 50% longer. 
However, it will be found in actual use that in most instances 
where asphalt tile is worn down to a thickness of approximately 
1/ 16 inch that it starts to give trouble because of not having 
sufficient strength to stand up under traffic. Therefore, a simple 
calculation will show that 3/ 16 inch tile will have twice the 
effective life of 1/a inch tile. 

,,Although 3/ 16 inch tile is priced at SO% more than 1/e inch 
tile, its cost of labor for installation per square foot is practically 
the same as the 1/a inch. This combination of lon&er wear and 
with the same cost of labor for installation would indicate a 
saving to the owner of the floor over the number of years in 
which it is used . 

We have completed expansion and modernization of our 
Houston, Texas, plant, and with the larger capacity we are able 
to supply the demand in this area for 3/ 16 inch AZROCK on 
jobs on which it is required.

As architecture ,s considered one of the 
fine arts, so is photography placed in this 
some category Unltke the architect, who 
conveniently con eliminate confusing back­
grounds and foregrounds thus allowing flex1-
b1lity in his renderings, o photographer Is 
limited by the lows of optics, photographic 
moter1ols, and the sub1ect matter present 
On 15 to 25 per cent of the sub1ects to 
be photographed, on appealing picture Is 
1mposs1ble 

Preference for photographs over drawings 
is purely o question of chronology, 1nd,v1duol 
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taste, experience, or choice by the architect 
Photographs record structures in o bos1colly 
real medium thot Is octuol, sharp and 
deto1led. Sy contrast, orch1tecturol perspec­
tives suggest reol,sm, gIvIng impression only 
of the octuol details ond' textures 

Architects odm1t thot o need for photo­
graphs does exist, olthougfi It Is secondary 
to ond supplements the drawings mode by 
rhe del1n1otor.

The MIT scholar dealt in sweep,ng 
strokes with the cultural trends of the mod­
ern world and the types of orch,tecture the 
lost half-century hos seen The eng1neer,ng 
orch,tecture seen ot the turn of :he century 
was succeeded by the funct,onol style of 
the period between the two world wars. he 
said Architecture today 1s dom noted, per­
haps, by the ind vtdool1!,ITI of o few great 
orch,tects, but It 1s clearly ,n !rons,1,on to 
something else 

The build nos men mcke ore port and 
parcel of everyth,ng else they do, Burchard 
osserted ''We cannot detach borOQue point­
no er bcrOQUe I teroture or bcrOQUe science 

er even boroque poltt1cs," he e,.pJ01ned To­
day's butld,ng must thus reflect the cond1-
1,ons and interest of our own t,mes, and 
those who do nor Ike today's architecture

ARCHITECTS MEET THE PRESS 
By PATSY SWANK 

Executive Secretory, Dollos Chopter, A.I.A. 

The managing editors of two Dallas doily 
paper both think orch1tecturol news 1s im­
portant, both wont sketches - drown with 
newspaper reproduction in mind, both think 
the soundest bos1s for on architect's public 
relations is the work he does for his com­
munity-outside the demands of his pro­
fession. 

Felix McKnight, Dallas Morn,ng News, ond 
Jomes Chambers, Dallas Times Herold, were 
guest speakers ot the April 10 Dallas Chap­
ter A I A dinner meeting 

In answer to Questions from President 
Arch Swank, Chambers outlined briefly the 
newspaper set-up with the monog1ng editor 
ot the head of the news-gathering deport­
ments, and working with the heods of the 
business ond mechonicol deportments on 
mutual problems 

"The monoging editor hos to see that 
whot goes into his paper 1s bolonced to 
meet the interests of a diverse reading 
public," Chambers said "Architectural news 
1s important, but lots of people also wont 
to know who the contractor 1s, the real 
estate agent and who 1s doing the f1nonc1ng'" 

McKnight explained thot the News credits 
on architect 1n o story but not necessarily 
under the picture Itself Reminding the 
orch1t~cts that the overage reader level of 
newspaper subscribers is 7th or 8th grade, 
he said "sometimes you send us stuff thot 
we can't even understand Break your tech­
nical phrases into simple words that any 
loymon con understand " 

It was suggested, when mok,ng sketches, 
that most attention be given to deep con­
trasts, without too much block, but without 
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too much delicacy of 1,ne. Papers desire 
composition rather thon too bore a sketch. 
Pictures to be copied from orig,nols, or to 
be retouched should be sent to the papers 
1n time to prevent o lost minute rush in the 
ort deportment. Near perfec·t square draw­
ings reduce better for engraving purposes, 
the editors advised 

"If you con align yourself with plans for 
the growth ond beout,f1cot1on of this city; 
tf you put something more into your com­
munity thon you get paid for, it will do a 
lot more good than your name in the paper, 
under o foggy picture," declared Chambers 

"Doc.tors work in teams during the Com­
munity Chest drives Vlihy couldn't architects 
do the some th,r:ig'" McKnight o~ked 

Asked why a newspaper could not run o 
column of orch1tecturol crit,c,sm, Chambers 
so,d he felt o profession as such might not 
be criticized Both editors suggested the 
~,b,hty of a column from the po,nt of 
v,ew of e11oluotK:¥l of the design cs art .

ARCHITECTURE - BUSINESS OR PROFESSION 
An Editorial 

Architecture - is it a business or a profession. This question 
is often pondered by architects. Actually, the answer to this ques­
tion is unimportant, except that exactness in definition can be 
helpful in clarifying the architect 's aims, methods and attitudes. 

The law, medicine, theology and pedagogy are generally 
regarded as being practiced by professional people. As a begin­
ning, let us acknowledge this fact. The distinguishing character­
istic seems to be that these people deal in personal services rather 
than in goods. Goods furnished in exchange for your money -
such as wills, prescriptions, books - ore incidental evidence of their 
primary functions. 

The usual businessman produces or buys goods for sale, 
hence the manufacturer and the retail or wholesale merchant are 
typical businessmen. But what about the distributor or the trans­
porter or the salesman? They render a service, but generally 
speaking, not a personal one. They are engaged in transferring 
goods from one location or ownership to another . Therefore, they 
are also businessmen. 

A few occupations combine the characteristics of both busi­
ness and profession. Opticians render a personal service when 
they examine your eyes, then they make your glasses from articles 
which they bought and in turn sell the finished article to you. 
Also, the undertaker gives his personal services at a funeral, but 
he has previously sold the casket which solved the final housing 
problem for the deceased. Entertainers on the other hand are 
certainly professional people. They sell their own skills, but no 
goods. Obviously, there is a difference between the status of the 
entertainer and the merchant. 

To which category does the architect belong? Does he render 
a personal service? Yes, because he uses his own effort and skills 
to solve the individual problem of another individual or group of 
individuals. Does the architect make, buy or sell or exchange 
any goods? In the small office , no, because drawings ore largely 
personally produced by practitioners and are only a means to 
an end, like the doctor's prescription; and his end product (shelter ) 
is neither bought, sold, mode or exchanged by him. 

On the other hand, he must have a knowledge of business 
and know its principles if he is to successfully serve his business­
man client. It will help too, if he can emulate this client in the 
conduct of his office. 

The production of drawings and the operation of a larger 
office with a considerable number of employees on the other 
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hand, requires full utilization of business principles. Here th e 
architect buys the personal services required in the conduct of his 
offices. He, in effect, sells this commodity to his clients. In this 
instance the practice of architecture becomes a business. It re­
quires organizationa l and financia l ability in addition to person a l 
ability as an architect. Without such cbi lity, the architect will not 
long continue in practice unless he has outside subsidy. 

A good architect does not have to be a good businessman. 
To stay in practice , a good architect must be a good businessma n.

It would be better 
1 f we could languish a lot per year for five 
years ond then hove the remaining fifteen 
in which to recover without controls than 
to languish year ofter year for twenty years 
under increasingly permanent continuous 
controls" 

NitA Counsel Denies Chorges 

Obviously incensed ot the charges mode 
by many members of the construction in­
dustry that the NPA hod not advised with 
industry ond followed industry's counsel in 
amending construction order M-4, Richard 
Bronson, oss1stont general counsel for the 
NPA, s01d he hod token every construction 
industry advisory committee recommendation 
directly to NPA odm1nistrotor 

NPA speakers clearly 1nd1coted that NPA 
hod no intention of delaying ony construc­
tion projects directly effecting public health, 
welfare or safety Approval of these pro1ects 
will be fairly automatic under the new 
procedure outlined in amendments to con­
struction order M-4 

A New Kind of Architecture 
Wolter Prescott Webb, University of Texas 

historian of the frontier, coiled the pros­
perity of the United States up to this time 
"the result of o new frontier boom which 
hos lasted over 450 years, since Columbus 
discovered the American continent He fore­
cost creation of o new kind of architecture 
to meet human needs now that this economic 
boom 1s coming to on end. 

Henceforth architects will hove few oppor­
tunities to design new c1t,es on clean 

ground, os they hod in the post 1n this 
country, Webb so1d "They w1I hove to 
spend more time preserving old substantial 
buildings ond rebuilding older c1t1es to adopt 
them to current needs"

Accident reports filed monthly by railroad 
companies operating within Texas show on 

increasing number of tro,nmen e,ther killed 
or seriously injured by obstruct,ons that ore 
too near the track The Ro,lrood Comm,s­
sion 1s making diligent effort to remove all 
present hazards ond to prevent the construc­
tion or placing of odd1t1onol hazards 

The T exos Clearance Low, enacted 1n 
1925, provides that no obstruction shall be 
nearer than 8½ feet to o vertical projection 
of the center 1,ne, or nearer than 22 feet 
vert,colly above the top of roils of any 
track Th,s low oppl,es to objects of all 
descriptions, whether permanent or tem­
porary 

The clearance rectangle, 17 feet w,de ond 
22 feet h,gh, must be free of obstructions 
24 hours doily The Railroad Commission 
requests that all foundation and superstruc­
ture plans be carefully checked for required 
clearances before starting construction. Add, -
