TSA members join with millions of other Texans this year in saluting the 

centennial of our public schools, and all 12 TSA chapters are emphasizing 

developments in school architecture during Texas Architects' Week, April 

7-13. 

In every part of our state and nation, the scholastic population has grown 

by leaps and bounds since World War 11, with the greatest increases still to 
come. Virtually every school district in the U. S. faces the problems brought 

about by the dilemma of sharply increased enrollments and limited funds 

available for the expansion of facilities. 

Here the profession of architecture can perform one of its most important 

public services, by cooperating with school administrators, teachers, officials, 

parents and other citizens to provide structures that will help solve a critical 

problem. 

If you trace the development of our public school system since 1854, and 

particularly in the last few decades, one thing is immediately apparent: 

Architecture has always been a key factor in providing the facilities needed 

for changing curricula and newer teaching techniques. Indeed , architecture 

has often pointed the way, while looking ahead to the schools of the future in 

a constant effort to avoid obsolescence and the waste of the taxpayer's 

money.

The spring meeting of the Board of Dir ectors of TSA 
,d 11 be held at the Commodore Perry Hotel in Austin be­
ginning at 10 a. m. Saturday, April 3. A full agenda 
will include discussion of such matters as the Senator 
Wayne Wagonseller affair (see below), TAW, plans for the 
remainder of the year , and important interim committee 
reports. 

SENATOR WAGONSELLER REPORT 

You will recall in the last issue of the TANL an ac,­
count of the charges by Senator Wayne Wagonseller of 
Bowie concerning alleged mishandling of contracts by 
the State Hospital Board and Halter Moore, Jr., TSA-AIA 
of Austin, the Board architect. This affair now seems 
thoroughly in hand following some yeoman work by TSA 
officials and other groups. 

Senator Claude Gilmer, A. f.1. Aikin, Jr., of Paris had 
requested full information from a TSA committee which 
was to meet and report back within 48 hours at the open­
ing of the current special session of the Legislature. 
In this emergency, Alberts. Golemon, of Houston , im­
mediate past president and incoming AIA regional di­
rector; Arthur Fehr of Austin, TSA director and Grayson 
Gill of Dallas, TSA vice-president, met within a matter 
of hours with Carl Hardin, Jr., TSA legal counsel; and 
Walter Moore, who were asked to appear as witnesses. 
With Mr. Gill as c1~irman, the three-man committee re­
viewed a total of 225 contracts on the last six state 
hospital Jobs. Working the entire week-end, they 
checked the handling of each contract against accept-
ed ethical standards and found no irreeularities what­
soever. At the conclusion of their sessions, this com­
mittee sent immediately to Senator Aikin a report not­
ing that no irregularities were found, and commending

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THE OBLIGATIONS OF GOOD PRACTICE and THE MANDATORY 
RULES OF THE INSTITUTE - AIA DOCUMENT 330: 

The work of revising THE OBLIGATIONS OF GOOD PRACTICE 
AND THE MllIDATORY RULES OF THE I?:STITUTE, AIA DOCUMENT 
350 was completed by the Committee on Architectural 
PracUce recently. The Board of Directors of AIA ap­
pro ved the Committee •e drs.tt for p1•i,;.ting and distri­
bution to tho Institute membership for its information 
and study. 

Ethics 1n the architectural profession has been brought 
to its present high level with the consent and co­
operation of the membership. Good ethics does not come 
through the policing of the many by the few. 

There is no radical departure in the new draft from the 
previous basic concept of ethics in architectural prac ­
tice. Changes in wording or rearrangement of paragr.aphs 
has been made to clarify and particularly to make the 
Mandatory Rules of the Institute easy to interpret and 
to enforce. 

A new approach is taken concerning the arohitect 1s po­
sition on estimates of construction costs. This re­
vision in concept seemed necessary to preserve the 
dignity of the profession because of the increasing 
need for cost consciousness on the part of the architect. 

One clarification of the Rules is in the second para­
graph of old Rule 2, which in al8o new Rule 2. 

"An Arohitect shall not render 
architectural services without 
compensation. 11
