Excellent Results of Design Competition

The $800,000 Fort Brown Memorial Center, dedicated recently by Gover-
nor Allan Shivers at Brownsville, is an outstanding example of a civic struc-
ture which serves the entire community.

The Fort Brown center contains the 3000-seat Jacob Brown Auditorium, a
swimming pool, youth center, town hall, women's center, library, and many
other interior and exterior facilities. It is already adding significantly to civic
life in Brownsville, and stands as a bulwark against juvenile delinquency and
many another problem of the modern city today.

The Brownsville Memorial Center is also an excellent example of how
cities and agencies may use a design competition to select an architect for
such buildings. Used principally for public or civic works, design competi-
tions afford a variety of entries while safequarding the interests of both
owner and competitors.

Civic authorities at Brownsville retained Ernest Langford, TSA-AlA, of
College Station as advisor to the City Council in the first step of setting up
the design competition. Architects over the state were then advised of the
competition, and of the requirements to be fulfilled in the design.

In the meantime, a Jury of Awards, made up of Herbert Tatum, TSA-AIA
of Dallas; Stayton Nunn, TSA-AIA of Houston; Marvin Eickenroht, TSA-AIA
of San Antonio; Mrs. George McGonigle, Jr., Brownsville; and Reynalde
Garza, Brownsville city council, was selected.

Many outstanding designs were submitted, showing a wide range of sound
thought and talent. The final selection was an entry by the Dallas firm of
Wiltshire & Fisher, TSA-AlA. The Wiltshire & Fisher design was reminiscent
of the sound, solid masses and many details used by early Brownsville build-
ers. It also showed ingenious solutions for many of the specific design
problems encountered, such as having the Jacob Brown Auditorium capable
of being used for many diverse purposes by community groups.

Brownsville citizens praise the Wiltshire & Fisher design, now that draw-
ings have been transformed into an actual structure. The Memorial Center
seems started on a long and useful life as a most attractive addition to the
border city.

Civic groups or agencies are urged to contact the Texas Society of Archi-
tects for advice about the advantages of a design competition for civic or
public works, and for information on how to set up such a competition.

Governor Shivers Dedicates Brownsville Center

Governor Allan Shivers recently dedi-
cated the $800,000 Fort Brown Memo-
rial Center, a unique civic undertaking
which combines a 3000-seat auditorium,
library, youth center, women’s center,
swimming pool and many other facilities.

Texas and Mexican officials were
present at ceremonies which officially put
into use the Center, designed through a
TSA-sponsored design competition won
by Wiltshire & Fisher of Dallas.

Built at historic old Fort Brown, the
Memorial Center is named for Major
Jacob Brown, who died May 9, 1846
after having been wounded in the de-
fense of Brownsville against the Mexican
army.

Features of the Center include the
Jacob Brown Auditorium, designed to be
used for a great number of civic affairs
ranging from meetings to athletic con-
tests, the youth center named for Rob-
ert E. Lee, the women’s center and the
Zachary Taylor Library, operated jointly
by the City of Brownsville and Texas
Southmost College.

Pink Bollworm Research Center

Also dedicated by Governor Shivers at
the time of the opening of the Fort Brown
Memorial Center was the new 380,000
Pink Boliworm Research Center. Archi-
tect for the Bollworm Research Center
was Alexander H. Woalridge, TSA-AlA,
of Brownsville.
