between the architect and the en­
gineer.

Ptah , patron god of the Universi­
ty of Texas School of Architecture, 
returned co this mortal coil in a 
puff of smoke to bless with the Sign 
of the Horn the conclusion of the 
three-day state\\ ide com ·ention of 
architects. 

A Nile canoe" ith 14-half-dressed 
oarsmen pulled into the landing at 
\,Vesrn ood Country Club, where all 
the architects and their "i,·es "ere 
gathered, and six oari.men carried a 
lacquered coffin ashore to six pall­
bearers. Fire,, orks, including aerial 
bombs and sky rockets, signaled the 
beginning of the \'Oyage from the 
Phi Gamma fratemit) lake horn,e, 
and lights went our around the club­
house as com •entioneers '"ie,, ed the 
funeral scene. 

\Vhen the oarsmen passed the cof­
fin to six pallbearers in loin-cloths, 
and backs,, ept head-scarves, sla,·es 
ran ahead to light a path ,, ith 40 
gaslight torches. fh e procession 
cur\'ed around the patio pai,c the 
s,, imming pool to a raised dais and 
throne. There, in a puff of smoke, 
Ptah arose and mounted the throne. 

Leading the parade was a gra, en­

Ptah clapped t,, ice "hen he seat­
ed himself, and the \\ 'est,, ood pool 
lights "enr on. L'p came a group 
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of mermaids and mem1en from hid­
den grottoes in the pool, and a 
water ballet (from the Nile, natural­
ly) began. 

The legend of the Ptah in Texa!. 
goes back a fe" years. The original 
was th e Egyptian culture hero, the 
god of creativity. 

He formed the earth from a ball 
of cla). 

Human manifestations of the 
horned god, Pcah-Hotep and Pt:th­
Seker, were the great builders of 
ancient Egypt. Ptah-Hotep is sup­
posed to ha\'e built the most ancient 
of the pyramids. Hi s son, Im-H otep, 
built the Sakkara pyramid for King 
Zosar, about 2900 13. C. Tombs of 
father and son ha, ·e recently been 
excavated near the bent pyramid of 
Sakarra, and Ptah-Hotep's rc1,ting 
chamber contained murals on build­
ing techniques of the ancient Egyp­
tians.

Designed by Ha111ilto11 Brown, F.A.I.A., Houston 

This unique project stands out as 
one divided into two parts by a pub­
lic street and also as one built on 
an island surrounded by busy thorough ­
fares. The building is located across 
the street from Rice Institute - a 
factor which was taken into account 
in tho architectural planning, since 
adequate parking is available on the 
campus for church-goers every Sun-

day. This Church plays a particularly 
important role in the metropolitan 
area, since it is the "First Church" for 
the Disciples of Christ and thus is the 
founder of numerous community end 
neighborhood churches, plus the city ­
wide center for that denomination. 
All of these factors, and many more, 
had to be taken into account in the 
planning. 
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Utilities Plant, Exchange Park , Dallas . .. 

Designed by Lane, Ganible and Assoc., Dallas 

An old, established savings and loan 
association, having long outgrown its 
downtown facilities, determined to 
build a distinctive new building in a 
more accessible locat ion signalizing its 
phenomenal growth and inviting 
widespread public partic ipation in its 
further progress. 

The building was designed to com­
bine dignity and elegance with a 
freedom from institutional conven­
tions, but with a distinctive appearance 
and facilities readily accessible to 
pedestrians and motorists. 

A simple cubical form is enclosed 
on three sides by uninterrupted glass 
surfaces extending from the principal 
floor level to the roof; on the fourth, 
party line side, by an unbroken wall 
of decorative aggregate surf aced 
panels. 

Use of solar gray heat absorbing 
plate glass set in gray anodized alu­
minum framing gives an impression 
of mass from without, and openness 
from within. 

A central plant whose function is 
to produce chilled water and steam 
for year-round air-conditioning to all 
buildings in Exchange Park, a vast self 
contained business community and 
completely integrated commercial and 
shopping center. 

Basic problem was to design the 
facility to indicate its utilitarian func­
tion and still be compatable with the 
other buildings in Exchange Park. 

The plant is composed of two wings: 
The boiler wing, which will eventually 
house five 50,000 pound boilers gen­
erating 250,000 pounds of steam per 
hour, and the air-conditioning wing. 

Eventual capacity of this plant will 
be 12,000 tons of air-conditioning. 

A 28 foot control panel at one 
end of the control room records the 
functioning of every piece of equip­
ment in the plant, giving the opera­
tor an indexe d picture of the complete 
heating and cooling operation in Ex­
change Park. It is the first such com­
prehensive control panel in a plant 
of this size.
